Annual Town Meeting on

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On March 31, 2023 certain Covid-19 measures pertaining 
to Massachusetts Open Meeting Law will expire. The 
South Hadley Selectboard, at their February 21, 2023 
meeting, voted to authorize remote participation by 
members of public bodies. A quorum of the Town Board, 
including the chair or the person authorized to chair the 
meeting, must be physically present at the meeting 
location. A bill to extend remote meetings until March 

31, 2025 is making its way through the House and Senate, but may not be finalized in time for 
the end of the month. Boards and Committees are being advised of the new policy and to be 
prepared for their meetings starting April 1.
