This is a 0% deferred payment loan (DPL), which becomes a grant
after 15 years. At that time, the lien is forgiven. If the property is sold or transferred during the 15 year term, a percentage/portion

of the loan will be recaptured.

Please note that there may or may not be current funding available to help at this time, but we want insure that your place on the
housing rehab waiting list has been properly established. Therefore, we ask that you complete this form and send it back to our office
at your earliest convenience. Completing this form will secure your place on the wait list and verify that we have the correct info on

file.

In order to be eligible for assistance, total household income shall not exceed current FY2020 Federal income guidelines based on the
